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1. Summary

1.1. This report updates the Business Support Board in relation to the legacy capital
programmes: Getting Building Fund, Local Growth Fund and the Growing
Places Fund.

2. Recommendations

2.1.That the Board notes the latest progress report.

3. Getting Building Fund

e This delivery report reflects the situation at the last complete quarterly claim
period to end of December 2022 (Q3). Progress dashboards for spend and
output delivery are included in Annex 2.

e Projects continue to progress with all projects having submitted claims and
output delivery continuing to be seen, with progress being made in achieving
jobs and completed road/cycleway.

e It should be noted that delivery of outputs such as houses unlocked, are
expected to be delivered beyond 2025.

e Physical completion of the Hull and East Yorkshire Cycle Route Delivery
Programme remains on track has been further delayed and is now expected
to complete Qtr. 4 2022/23 rather than Qtr. 3 2022/23, as previously reported.
This has been predominantly due to a delay in the utilities work in the area,
and agreement on design elements. Following a recent Cabinet Meeting to
discuss the bus lanes (cycle lanes are sited within the bus lanes) it was agreed
to continue with the existing scheme.

East Riding — All works now
complete.

Hull CC - All programmed
works up to end of Q2 have
been completed for both the
Beverley Road and City
Centre to Cottingham
schemes. However, the final
junction improvement at
Beverley Road / Queens
Road will be delayed due to
the unforeseen delays from
Utility Providers in terms of
protection and diversion
works to their services.
Originally programmed in for 6
weeks from 20th October
2022, this work will now be
delayed until May 2023 so as
to allow the utility companies
adequate time to protect and
divert their services.

GBF has now been
defrayed in full, with the
majority of match spend
due to be achieved in the
next financial year.

Growing Hull and East
Yorkshire

The programme has now
closed. All grant monies have
been drawn down by
businesses that were
awarded funding. In Qtr.4
21/22 it was agreed that F&F
would be utilised to the value
of £277,101.33 in Qtr.l a
further  £80,484.97  was
defrayed. Qtr.3 has seen a
further £102,408.54 defrayed.
Total amount of F&F
remaining against this project
is therefore £46,953.41
(Forecast to be defrayed by
the end of Qtr.4 22/23)

This project has exceeded
its contracted outputs, with
businesses over-achieving
on their deliverables related
to business growth. A
minor risk remains in that
the F&F used are linked to
a new grant scheme and
defrayal often lags behind
commitment of monies,
however to date
£440,290.08 has been
committed to businesses
and is contracted with them
to be defrayed by 31st
March 2023. On this basis
we remain confident that
the total amount of monies
linked to the F&F used will
be defrayed within the F/Y
2022/23.Programme

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. Local Growth Fund — Outstanding Delivery

e The remaining balance of LGF Funds that utilised the Accountable Bodies
Freedoms and Flexibilities in 2020/21 have now been defrayed. No further LGF
expenditure is expected.

e The investment programme team at the HEY LEP continues to monitor
progress relating to both Match expenditure and Output Delivery.

e Outstanding output delivery in relation to roads and cycleways are linked
primarily to the Stoneferry Road and Priory Park schemes.

e Stoneferry Road - all works are now complete. Contractor is now working
through a list of defects and is producing scheme as built information and the
Health and Safety file.

e Priory Park - the project is on site and reporting no further issues. The scheme
is still expected to complete May 2023.

e The Central Cleethorpes Regeneration Programme is not yet
physically/financially (match) complete and will remain with HEY LEP until it is.
At the current time the outcome of a recent Master Planning exercise has
highlighted the site as a key development area and they have received 2 EOl's
for the commercial space, upon which the remaining outputs and spend are
reliant. NELC are currently reviewing the proposals.

e Holderness Drain’s site works are due to complete 1%t September 2023 into the
next F/Y (Qtr.2 2022/23). The works have slipped due to the recent bad weather
and the need to avoid any risk of flooding. The Investment programme team
will continue to liaise and monitor.

e A significant number of outputs will be delivered after 2025 - primarily skills
gualifications, jobs and houses and Commercial Floorspace. The sum of total
outputs expected to be delivered by projects in the HEY LEP region beyond
2025 are as follows:

e The HEY LEP Board at its meeting on 19th January 2022 agreed to commit
£3.25m from the HEY LEP’s Growing Places Fund to create a new 3-year
business support programme

e £0.45m from this allocation is ring-fenced to cover programme management
and administration, including the retention of the existing Investment
Programmes Co-ordinator and Investment Programmes Officer roles.

e The accountable body is able to use this fund to exercise established freedoms
and flexibilities to manage any underspend arising in the current Growing Hull
and East Yorkshire programme, along with any outstanding management and
administration allocation from LGF and GBF programmes, ensuring that agreed
outputs/outcomes on LGF/GBF programmes are delivered too.

e The programme builds on the previous success and legacy of the Humber
LEP’s Growing the Humber Programme and the HEY LEP’s Growing Hull and
East Yorkshire business investment grant programme, with funding decisions
delegated to the HEY LEP’s Investment Panel, Chaired by David Kilburn.

. Growing Places Fund — Delivery Report

e The Growing Places Fund officially launched on April 1, 2022.

e To date the programme has received 89 Expressions of interest (as of
24/03/2023).

e Expressions of interest are being received from a variety of sectors including
Agriculture & Horticulture, Manufacturing, Construction, Energy, Wholesale and
Retail and Human Health.

e There is a 50/50 % split between applications received from Hull and the East
Riding of Yorkshire.

e We have currently received 39 applications (24/3/2023)

e 25 Grants have been approved to date (24/3/2023). The value of grants
awarded to date is £553,465.13.

o A further 9 applications are currently in appraisal, with the next grant decisions
due to be made at the Investment Panel to be held on 11" April 2023. The total
value of the grant ask (in appraisal) is £428,484.36.

e 10 out of the 25 grants awarded have been drawn down in full to the value of
£188,753.58.
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e There is no call on the HEY LEP’s core budget to support delivery of the
Investment programmes at the current time. However, there will be ongoing
programme monitoring requirements to at least 2025.

e Following the HEY LEP Boards January meeting it was agreed that any
underspend on the GBF Programme Management budget was to be transferred
to support the Growing Places Grant/Loan Programme, which will also support
the ongoing monitoring requirements of the LGF and GBF programmes.
